General Application Instructions:  
1. The applicant must be a member of Martin Street Church of God, in good standing* and actively participating in at least one area of ministry.
2. The applicant must be currently enrolled in, or a high school senior applying for admission to, a college, university, technical, or trade school. 
3. The applicant must have a grade point average of 2.5 or above.
4. The applicant must submit a copy of their latest transcript (final transcript for high school seniors).
5. The applicant must complete and submit the Ministry Participation/Volunteer Service Form.
6. There is no limit to the number of years a student may receive a Martin Street Church of God scholarship; however, the student must re-apply each year.
7. Completed application packets must be received by the due date.
8. Return completed application, transcript, and ministry participation/volunteer service form as one file, in one email to mstcog0917@gmail.com.   

The Application Packet must be complete in order to be considered for a scholarship. Incomplete applications will not be considered nor returned for corrections. 



* Good Standing is defined as being a member of Martin Street Church of God for at least one year, attending church regularly, and actively participating in church ministry. NOTE:  We acknowledge that our college students, while away at college, will have more opportunities to be actively involved in the college or community church in the area they are attending school. We further understand that because of recent health concerns, students may not be actively attending regular services at this time. Our goal is to remind members of Martin Street that you may serve your church, school, community, and family where you are.
